COURSE DESCRIPTION: 
 
Studio art course that introduces the potential of basic digital media manipulation and 
graphic creation.  The course emphasizes still and time-based media.

1. Employ appropriate technical processes for expression of physical, social 
and psychological aspects of design form.  
 
Assessment: Complete hands-on activities in art media as determined by 
instructor (passing with at least 70%) 
 

2. Demonstrate a capacity for synthesis by making designs which 
incorporate and unify disparate elements, processes, motifs and concepts. 
 
Assessment: Complete hands-on activities in art media as determined by 
instructor (passing with at least 70%) 
 

3. Develop technical and craftsmanship skills through hands-on work with 
materials.

4. Select appropriate two-dimensional support materials for specific 
expressive purposes.

6. Demonstrate flexibility and adaptability by using a variety of technical 
and conceptual strategies in resolving design problems. 
 
Assessment: Complete hands-on activities in art media as determined by 
instructor (passing with at least 70%) 
 

7. Manipulate two-dimensional materials in order to explore the expressive 
potential of line, shape and form, space, texture, pattern and value. 
 
Assessment: Complete hands-on activities in art media as determined by 
instructor (passing with at least 70%)

Your grade in the class is determined by the quality and effort put into the work 
in and outside of class. This work includes major drawings, attendance, 
sketchbooks, participation, and effort. Please note:  Natural talent is not a 
substitute for a strong work ethic, however a strong work ethic can be 
convincing of natural talent.  
 
A  90% and up. Excellent.  Shows complete understanding of the project 

presented, and goes above and beyond what is expected. 
 
B  80%-89%  Above average commitment to the project. Better than 

what is expected of a beginning drawing student. However. 
Still has some issues concerning the elements of drawing. 

 
C  70%-79%   Average.  Meets the bare minimum requirements of the  
   project. 
 
D  60%-69%  Below Average in all aspects of the project and has major 

shortfalls which most likely is reflecting in all aspects of the 
class. 



 
F  60% and below Failing you will know before you reach this point.  

Therefore, you should have no reason to meet it.
