COURSE DESCRIPTION 
A survey of music and musical styles in order to develop skills of musical perception. The basic 

structure of music is discussed, as well as how music relates to man’s cultural and social experiences. 

Certain sections, as designated on semester schedules of classes, will feature a study of American jazz.
