Course Overview & Structure

This is a web-based course delivered through the Virtual Campus portal at at Brazosport
College. This class runs on a 24/7 weekly schedule. This means that within any given week
you are free to choose your own times to learn and participate.

There are also Pearson Lab activities (including listening and video blogs to watch) gear to
practice the new vocabulary and grammar structures learned in the chapter.

After each chapter, there is a test with two components, a written part done in MySpanishLab
and an oral component (two for each chapter) done in Skype.
